Since the dawn of time, mankind has dreamed of watching TV in 3-D without having to wear stupid-looking glasses. Deep Video, a monitor developed by a tiny company based in New Zealand, takes us a step closer to the realization of that dream. Deep Video monitors don't just give the illusion of depth, they provide actual depth: they are built in two layers, with a translucent liquid-crystal display laid over a second screen a few inches behind it. The result isn't 3-D in the sense we're used to, but it is definitely a kick to watch objects pop forward and recede backward as they jump smoothly from one screen to the other. Right now Deep Video is only available in commercial kiosks, but look for and affordable 3-D monitor for home use within three years, aimed at the gaming market.
